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We will be extremely pleased if we are able to 
inform you of the realities of the Kurdish Question 
through this monthly bulletin. Democracy in Turkey 
and Democratic freedom for Kurds is possible through 
a strong coalition and solidarity.

KCK Statement

The existence of 
the long-standing 
Kurdish problem in 
the Middle-East is a 
reality. It is widely 
known that various 
social problems are 
occurring in Turkey, 
Iran and Syria as a 
result of the Kurdish 

problem. As the Kurdish side, we would like to solve 
the problem in our region not through violence but 
through dialogue and peaceful means, without 
affecting existing borders. All that the Kurdish people 
want is their natural rights as a people. These rights 
include freedom to participate in politics, a right to 
their own identity, their cultural rights, - all beginning 
with the rights enshrined in the Universal Declaration 
of Human Rights. These are the basic rights accepted 
in the modern world. 

Our leader Abdullah Ocalan has put forward many 
projects for a peaceful and democratic solution to the 
Kurdish problem in Turkey and made calls for ceasefire 
on many occasions. Most recently, responding to calls 
from various national and international parties in mid 
2006, our Movement provided the opportunity for a 
democratic solution by beginning a unilateral ceasefire 
valid from 1 October 2006. However, just as the 
Turkish government did not take advantage of this 
opportunity, so did the Army interpret the cease-fire in 
reverse, viewing it as a scenario for breaking Turkey 
up and consequently increasing armed operations by 
two or three times, in order to dissolve any 
atmosphere for a cease-fire. 

At the same time, the Turkish state is inhumanly 
intensifying the isolation of the Leader of the Kurdish 
people held in Imrali. Considering the health problems 
he has been experiencing as well as the poisoning he 
has been exposed to - without treatment being given 
him - it is apparent the Turkish state is doing all it can 
to frustrate the wishes and desires of the Kurdish 
people. 

New laws were enacted and various barriers 
created in order to prevent Kurdish representatives 
entering the parliament after the 22 July elections last 
year. However, a group with Kurdish identity was able 
to enter the Turkish Parliament. This has presented a 
great opportunity for dialogue and a democratic 
solution. But instead of approaching this development 
positively, the AKP Government and the Turkish state 
have put great pressure on these parliamentarians to 
have them arrested. Despite the parliamentarians' 
immunity, prosecutions are being brought against 
them. Such oppression and threats are becoming an 
ongoing problem. In the same way, Kurdish Mayors are 

being harassed, some being removed from office, 
others arrested or facing continuous threats.

The Turkish state has thus moved to eliminating 
completely the Kurdish freedom movement in Turkish 
Kurdistan, - this despite the ceasefire declared by our 
movement. Using as an excuse their soldiers' 
fatalities incurred in the guerrillas' defensive actions, 
racism and militarism are being developed further in 
Turkish society. The same excuse is being used to 
justify the requests to the Turkish parliament for 
permission to attack Kurdistan in Iraq. (8 January

out this attack and under whose directing” concerning 
the event that happened in Diyarbakir. Due to the 
complexity of the issues, the event is not clearly 
understood in all its dimensions. The only reason for 
a late explanation of the subject is to provide 
adequate and clear information to democratic public 
opinion and our people to whom we feel a sincere 
responsibility. However, it is clear that our movement 
has no formal responsibility.”

It has been stated that whoever carried out the 
recent attack in Diyarbakir, even if it is was targeted 
at military personnel, from whatever time, place and 
method or form we do not sanction such actions. 
Once the event is researched, the clear results will be 
revealed and shared with the public. We are sending 
our condolences to the families and friend of civilians 
who lost their lives. The freedom struggle must be 
conducted in such a way with necessary attention to 
ensuring these kinds of events never harming 
civilians. 

The KCK reacted to the repeated emphasis on 
“antagonism” that arose after the meeting between 
US President George W Bush and Turkish President 
Abdullah Gul and stated “it shows the Turkish 
government’s sustained international terror attacks 
against the Kurdistan freedom movement will 
continue.” In a statement it stressed that the PKK is a 
social movement representing the overwhelming 
majority of Kurdish people, therefore enmity to “PKK” 
is enmity to Kurdish people. 

In a statement the KCK also strongly reacted to
